Dunollie Estate, as the landowner, has given permission to install pontoons in their original location.
Installing pontoons on the mainland side will require a full array of consents from Planning to Crown Estate and various other bodies would be also involved. This is something IKDT can pursue along side grant funding but it will not be a quick fix solution

The following could be a useful bridging solution till more permanent plans are implemented –
1. IKDT can take ownership of the pontoons on behalf of the community and insure them against liability

2. We, the community, carry out the work needed  on them 

3. Install the sections this summer even though they will not benefit from bad weather shelter.
